Life of an Abandoned Property → Indy Land Bank → Redevelopment
The objective of the Abandoned Property Program is to make owners of abandoned and unsafe buildings compliant with the Indiana Unsafe Building Law.  For non-compliant owners, the Department of Metropolitan Development will use the tools provided by the law to transfer ownership of the abandoned or unsafe property to the Indy Land Bank and eventually to a responsible owner for redevelopment.
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	Health & Hospital Corporation (HHC) investigates complaints received from neighbors, community organizations, or as a result of targeted sweeps concerning unsafe buildings.
Orders requiring action are issued on all verified complaints.

	Administrative hearings may be requested by the property owner or are mandatory based on what type of order was issued from HHC.

At the administrative hearing, a civil penalty in an amount up to $5,000.00 may be charged against a property owner who has willfully failed to comply with the order issued from HHC.

	Department of Metropolitan Development (DMD) may hire a contractor to repair the unsafe building.  The property owner(s) of the unsafe building is responsible for and is billed for the cost of the work performed by the contractor and any processing expenses.
If all the costs are not paid within 15 days, DMD will send a Notice of Unpaid Cost to the property owner(s) requiring full payment within 30 days.

	Any costs to repair the unsafe building remaining unpaid for 30 days after a Notice of Unpaid Cost has been issued are considered delinquent and is then certified to the Marion County Auditor.
The amount of the delinquent payment will be placed on the property tax bill of  the affected property as a special assessment.  The total amount, including accrued interest, shall be collected as delinquent taxes are collected.

	If the delinquent payments are unpaid for one year, the property is automatically sent to the Marion County Treasurer’s tax sale.

If the delinquent payments are unpaid for one tax cycle*, the county executive may certify the property to the Marion County Treasurer’s tax sale.
*Tax payments are due in the spring and fall of each year

	If the property is certified by the county executive, it goes into a 120 day redemption period, meaning the owner has a period of time to pay the delinquent payment and all accrued interest.
If the property is not certified by the county executive or sold at the tax sale, it goes to the Marion County Treasurer as surplus.

	If property is not redeemed within the 120 days after the Marion County Treasurer’s tax sale, property is transferred to DMD and made available for sale to individuals and non-profit organizations for redevelopment.
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
